March 5, 2018: Previously, Jeff Austin thoroughly searched this corner along with 3604242000 and 3604252000 and found
them all to be lost corners with no evidence of the GLO survey or any subsequent survey in existence. From the proportioned
point, the distance East to the creek is 1.50 chains, agreeing with the GLO record. The distance North to the creek would
agree well with the GLO record were it not for the beaver pond. As detailed below, a 1" diam., 30" long aluminum pipe with a
2-1/2" diam. Oneida Co. aluminum cap flush with the ground surface was set at the proportionate distance between
controlling corners. Accessories were established as shown below. A white vinyl sign post was set Northwest, 1 ft.

The coordinate value shown has been verified by at least one of the following methods: 1) comparison to a previously GPS
determined published value; 2) the value is the average of two or more GPS observations at a markedly different time; 3) one
or more distances were measured back to the GPS observed corner from temporary GPS observed offset locations.
