May 30, 1905: Notes by Vaughan in Dorr/Vaughan book on page 2 indicate he recovered
the original corner during the course of a road survey for the Town of Lynne.

December 5, 2012: An extensive search for evidence of the General Land Office survey
and any subsequent resurveys mentioned above was performed. Having found none, the
corner was positioned at the intersection of the centerlines of Ahola Road and Town
Hall Road. The distances from this corner to 3604310000 and 3604322000 agree with
Vaughan's distances very favorably. At the corner point a 3/4" diam., 24" long iron
rod was set 8" beneath the road surface. Accessories were established as shown below
and white plastic sign posts were set adjacent to the northerly reference monuments.

The coordinates shown were derived from two independent RTK observations of the corner
point and are based on the WISCORS network.
