Vaughan established this cormer by survey from the M.C. Southerly and the Quarter Corner
Northerly. He set a wood post with two BTs:

36" Pine Stump, N45°W, 2 Links (1.32') 24" Pine Stump, N70°W, 17% Links (11.55')

7/9/1937 - Vern Maine found Vaughan cormer at 15.44 chains North of the M.C. Southerly.
He accepted this corner, did nothing.

12/1963 - James Griffen was here when he platted Nose Lake. I feel he replaced the wood
post with a 1 1/2" x 24" iron pipe and he probably made one new BT, an 18" Pine
Stump, S12°E, 11.3" as given on a deed filled in Volume 726, Page 628.

7/28/1995- Milo E. Stefan found an iron pipe marking the cormer with remains of Vaughans
BT, N45°W, 1.32' and an 18" Pine Stump, S12°E, 11.3" with scribing plain. We
made new BTs and set plastic sign post.

1) 2" x 30" Aluminum Monument
over 1 1/2" x 24" iron pipe.

3) 18" Pine Stump, S12°E, 11.3'-scribed by
unknown parties.

4) 16" Red Oak, S10°E, 38.97'.

Stump blazes scribed "BT".
BT tags placed on each bearing tree.
