11/1862 - Joseph H. Jenkins established this Meander Corner on the South Shore of
a lake. He set a wood post with BTs:
9" Tamarack, S74°E, 7 Links (4.62') 6" Spruce, S40°W, 14 Links (9.24')

9/20/1937 - Vern Maine found original post point and stumps of both BTs. He set
a 2" x 60" iron pipe/brass cap and two new BTs:
7" Jack Pine, S526°W, 42 Links (27.72")
3" Spruce, 520°W, 25.8 Links (17.03")

1960 & 1961 - Owens-Illinois used Maines monument to do work in Sections 29 & 30.
Monument was in place when plat in the NW1/4SW1/4 of Section 29 was
developed.

1/1989 - Milo E. Stefan found monument lying down and removed from proper position.

11/26/1996 - We restored Maines monument to its proper location. As determined
from the Jack Pine Stump, S26°W, 27.72'. This position conforms to the

plat distance of 503.45' Southerly and to the SMC (2" iron pipe),
N70°40'W, 467.20'. We made four new BTs and get plastic sign post.
