His post down fits @ 52 lks. S72°E from his Hem. and 23 Iks. NE of an old Hem. (down). We set new cedar post."

June 15, 2017: Jeff Austin visited the corner and recovered a perpetuation of Hall's post, a 1-1/4" diam., 53" long bent iron
pipe. The Valley Imp. hemlock stump bears N64'W, 52 |ks. In place of the pipe, a 2-1/2" diam., 30" long aluminum pipe with a
3-1/4" diam. Oneida Co. aluminum cap projecting 2" above the ground surface was set. This location fits well when compared
with Hall's measurements to the corners North and South. Accessories were found or established as shown below. A white
vinyl sign post was set Southeast, 1 ft.

The coordinate value shown has been verified by at least one of the following methods: 1) comparison to a previously GPS
determined published value; 2) the value is the average of two or more GPS observations at a markedly different time; 3) one
or more distances were measured back to the GPS observed corner from temporary GPS observed offset locations.
