February 14, 1939: Notes by Gobler in Book 97 on Page 22 indicate he found the
original corner evidenced by the Northwest GLO bearing tree. He set a new tamarack
stake witnessed by: spruce 3" S8°W, 9 ft. and spruce 3" N20°W, 22 ft.

October 1, 2012: An extensive search for evidence of the General Land Office survey
and any subsequent resurveys mentioned above was performed. Having found none, the
corner was positioned by proportionate measure as shown on map number C-2776 filed in
the office of the Oneida County Surveyor. The GLO topographic calls were also
evaluated to confirm the validity of the position. At the corner point a 2-1/2" diam.,
60" long aluminum pipe with 3-1/4" diam. Oneida County aluminum cap projecting 6"
above the bog surface was set. Accessories were established as shown below and a white
plastic sign post bears Northwest, 1 ft. dist.

The coordinates shown were derived from two independent RTK observations of the corner
point and are based on the WISCORS network.
