8/2/89 - Milo E. Stefan found cornmer marked with a 2" x 24" iron pipe with 3" x 3" x 5'
scribed post along side. No original survey evidence remains. Perpetuation of
the corner position is strong as this corner is accepted by owners in area. BTs
have been made 30 - 50 years ago.

I accept this iron pipe as the perpetuated corner position and restore same by
placement of an aluminum county monument, making new BTs and placing a plastic
sign post.

6/1/1903 - Vaughan was here and made a new reference, a 11" Red Pine stump, S87°E, 78% 1lks.

10/4/1936 - Maine found and iron pipe , set a cedar stake for corner with two new BT's:
9" Red pine, N35°E, 1.04 chains 8" Red pine, N85°W, 783/4links
