8/2/1989 - Milo E. Stefan found corner marked with a 3" x 24" iron pipe. No evidence of

the original corner remains. A recently fallen local BT, 16" Hemlock, bears
N20°E, 35.1'. This is a pipe placed by surveyor Hall in the 1930's. Tt has been
recognized as the Meander Cormner for many years. I, therefore, accept this iron
pipe as the perpetuated corner position and restore it with an aluminum county
monument, making new bearing trees and placing a plastic sign post.
