7/23/1929 - H. €. Hall (county surveyor) found Vaughan's corner. Hall used corner to

restore Section Corner one-half mile West at this time. Note on Page 23
of Hall's notes that he did not agree with Vaughan's restoration methods.

9/16/1991 - Milo E. Stefan found Vaughan's corner. A clear post hole and stumps in

place for both White Pine BTs. From occupation that we find in Section

25, it is likely that Section 24 and 25 have been subdivided by using

this Vaughan Quarter Corner. As it has Leen in place since 1907, and to
restore it by other means would only cause many problems, 1 choose to accept
