November 22, 1983: Map by William H. Stuth, RLS indicates corner is marked by an iron pipe or cap at the midpoint of the
section line.

February 13, 2017: Jeff Austin thoroughly searched this corner and found no evidence of Stuth's monument. As detailed
below, a 2-1/2" diam., 30" long aluminum pipe with a 3-1/4" diam. Oneida Co. aluminum cap flush with the ground surface
was set at the proportionate distance between controlling corners. Accessories were established as shown below. A white

vinyl sign post was set North, 1 ft.
