March 4, 1971 - Bill Egtvedt (NEPCO - B file) map legends an "iron pipe or brass cap" at the corner location

on a map of Section 8.

July 12, 1982 - John H. Fisher & Assoc. field notes for McNellis survey in Sections 8 & 9 describes corner as

being monumented by a 2" |.P.

July 16, 2014, James D. Rein found a 2.5" dia. x 30" long iron pipe at the corner location along with both
bearing trees (now dead) shown on the 1970 Fisher survey. We replaced said iron pipe with a 2.4" dia. x 30" long
flange bottom Oneida County capped aluminum monument. See below for reference ties.
