Aug. 1946 - E. F. Kowalke, Surveyor - Field Book 3, page76, recovered two Tam. stumps, agreeing with Gov’t. record, no marks, Set temp stake.

Sept. 18, 1946, Field Book 3, page 77, measure west from M.C., 25.70 chains to plain post set for temp 1/4 Cor. set from two stumps fairly

close in bearing and distance.

March 24, 1948 - Ivan Branham, Surveyor, Field 7, page 34, measure east from Kowalke’s 1/4 Cor.; at 1323 feet to Colby’s 1/16 Cor.; at 1638.8 feet

Colby stake; at 1698 Kowalke’s temp M.C.

September 27, 1974, Gerald B. Inman, R.L.S. No, 891, Plat of Warbonett Woods, identifies this meander corner being monumented by a 1" dia. iron

pipe located 1624 .41 feet east of the 1/4 Comer.
June 1999 to February 2001 - James D. Rein, R.L.S. No, 1234, we recovered a 1" dia. iron pipe with elbow fitting near the westerly shore of Lost

Lake. This monument position corresponds with the position shown in the Plat of Warbonett Woods, however, it is approximately 70 feet
short of the Kowalke and Branham measurements. Although this discrepancy exists, I believe the monument could be the “Colby stake™

Branham makes reference to, and because of the severe angular intersection with the shoreline decide to accept it as the best evidence for the

corner. We replace the iron pipe with a capped 2" dia. x 30" long aluminum monument with reference ties as shown in plan view.
