July 12, 1957 - Robert E. Bandow, RLS No. 104, Genisot Engineering Co., Dwg. No. 2025, filed in county surveyor's office as C2549,
boundary map of Section 16, shows no recovered meander corners along west section line.

April 11, 1963 - Robert E. Bandow, RLS No. 104, Genisot Engineering Co., Dwg. No. 3209, last revised 7/16/81, filed in county surveyor's
office as B1129, legends M.C. monumented by an iron pipe.

March 29, 2017 - james D. Rein, PLS No. 1234, we recovered a 1.5" dia. iron pipe at the notherly edge of Crystal Lake. We are unable to
recover any original corner evidence. Thus, based on county published coordinate data, | determine the recovered munument is on a nearly
straight line and a good faith re-establishment of the lost meander corner. We replaced the iron pipe with an Oneida County capped
monument and made reference ties as shown in the plan.

The coordinate value shown has been verified by at least one of the following methods: 1) comparison to a previously GPS determined published value;
2) the value is the average of two or more GPS observations at a markedly different time; 3) one or more distances were measured back to the GPS
observed corner from temporary GPS observed offset locations.
