January 6, 1946: Notes by E.F. Kowalke in book 3 on page 6 indicate he found a wood post with the remains of the GLO
tamarack and made new accessories: norway S75.5'W, 1.48; norway S51°E, 1.51.

January 16, 2017: Jeff Austin visited the corner and recovered a perpetuation of Kowalke's monument, a 2-1/2" diam.
aluminum pipe with a 3-1/4" diam. Oneida Co. aluminum cap projecting 4" above the bog surface. The monument appears to
have been set by jJames G. Griffin, RLS. Kowalke's SW red pine is now 8" dbh, standing dead. Accessories were found or
established as shown below. A white vinyl sign post was found Northwest, 2.2 ft.

The coordinate value shown has been verified by at least one of the following methods: 1) comparison to a previously GPS
determined published value; 2) the value is the average of two or more GPS observations at a markedly different time; 3) one
or more distances were measured back to the GPS observed corner from temporary GPS observed offset locations.
