May 19, 2017: Jeff Austin visited the corner and recovered the record monument, a 2" diam. iron pipe with a 2-1/2" diam.
brass cap projecting 12" above the ground surface. Hall's NW cedar is down; the other cedar is gone. A 3" diam. iron "survey"
disk is 0.3 ft. North of the corner. Accessories were found or established as shown below. A white vinyl sign post was found

Southwest, 0.8 ft.
