Frederic H. Copp: Department of Natural Resources, 5/24/77, shows quarter corner to be a 4" dia. iron pipe with a W.C.D. brass capped iron
pipe next to said pipe, and witnessed by the following bearing tree, OR 9" S2E 30.5'and a sharp notch on top of 2' boulder N82E 12.5".

Michael L. Oestreich: 9/07/02, recovered a W.C.D brass capped iron pipe, with a 3.5" dia. iron pipe adjacent to it, and the following
witnesses: a 12" dia. Oak S2E 31.00', a notch on an approximate 2" dia. boulder NSOE 13, a badly decayed stump, bearing and distance to

approximate center of stump N33W 8.2', and a decaying stump with ax marks and scribing still visible bearing and distance to approximate
center of stump S36E 27.7' | made ties as shown in the plan below.
